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TOURNAMENT RULES AND REGULATIONS 
 

1. WKF Rules will be approximately be followed to control the Kumite competition. 
2. Traditional Katas alone will be allowed in the Championship. (Okinawa Karate Do Kobudo 

World Tournament Rules will be followed for Kata events) 
3. Traditional Okinawan Kobudo Katas (BO, SAI) only allowed in the Kobudo events. 
4. Entry to Championship will be allowed to those Schools which have to connect directly or 

indirectly to Okinawa Karate Do Kobudo Federation. 
5. Participants should definitely wear white Karate GI .This is compulsory. 
6. Head Guard,Chest Guard and Groin Cup for participants below 15 years, will be provided by 

Championship Committee,if required.Those who are above 15  years will be given only Head 
Guard and Groin Cup. 

7. All participants must use Gumshield. 
8. Body protectors provided by the Championship Committee should be dealt with carefully. If   

any damage is caused to them due to the carelessness of participants, the cost will be 
recovered from the Team Manager/Chief Instructor. If the participants misbehave towards 
Referee or their opponents, the participant and the team concerned will be disqualified and 
sent out of the Championship venue. 

9. Championship Committee shall not be responsible for any injury that may happen during the 
competition. But, however, first aid will be provide to the injured, as a humanitarian act. 

10. Birth Certificate should be provided by participant, below 15 years, for the proper conduct to 
the Championship. 

11. Those who are below the Black Belt level should not select Black Belt level Katas for 
Competition.

13. The list of participants should be reach the committee Office at least 30 days before the 
Championship, i.e., on or before 29TH   November 2011.
